Universities in Saudi Arabia
            Universities in Saudi Arabia can be divided into two main types. First, there are general universities, which offer courses in both the humanities and the sciences. Then there are specialized  universities, which focus on certain subjects. 

            There are two general universities. One is KSU, which has campuses in Riyadh, Abha and Al - Qassim. The other is KAAU, located in Jeddah and Madinah .

            There are six specialized universities altogether. They can be divided into Islamic and technological universities. The Islamic  universities are Imam Muhammad bin Saud Islamic University in Riyadh, Madinah, Abha and Al - Ahsa, the Islamic  University in Madinah  and Umm Al - Qura with campuses in Makkah and Taif and King Khalid University in Abha with a branch in Jazan. The technological Universities are KFUPM in Dhahran and KFU in Dammam and Hafuf .

           King Abdul Aziz Al – Saud was born  in Riyadh in 1880. In 1891, when he was only eleven years old, his family was forced to leave Riyadh. They moved to Kuwait . 

          There were many important events in Abdul Aziz’s life. In 1902, he recaptured Riyadh. Then in 1917, he captured Hofuf from the Turks. He became Sultan of the Najd in 1921 and King of the Hejaz in1926. He unified the    whole country as Saudi Arabia in 1932 and in 1933 he gave the order to drill for oil .

          King Abdul Aziz is remembered for his faith in Islam, his strength and his generosity. He died in 1953 at the age of 73 .
